Agatha Christie
Agatha Christy is one of the world’s most famous writers.
She was born on September 15, 1890, in England. Her father was American and her mother was British. She was
the youngest child in the family.
It’s interesting that Agatha didn’t go to school. She studied at home. She was very smart. She could read and write
by the age of five.
Agatha loved music. She liked to sing and learnt to play the piano.
She loved sports too. When she was a teenager, she took up horse riding.
She was a pretty girl, popular with boys, so she got married in 1914 and soon her only daughter, Rosalind, was born.
Agatha wasn’t happy in her marriage, her husband left her and she took to writing trying to get distracted from her
problems. She mostly wrote detective stories and mystery novels. In 1920, her first book, The Mysterious Affairs at
Styles, was published. This book, like most of her other books, was set in the early 20" century and described life
in small provincial towns. The majority of her books featured two most famous characters, Jane Marple or Hercule
Poirot.
When Agatha Christie was in her forties, she finally met her Mr. Right. He was a historian and an archeologist and
her devoted fan. They married and were very happy together. They traveled to most exotic countries and she helped
her husband in his scientific work. Agatha once joked, that for her husband the older she was, the more valuable she
seemed, because as an archeologist he liked old things better than the new ones.
Her career lasted for half a century and she was one of the most prolific writers of her times.
She created 80 novels, many poems and 14 plays. Her play The Mousetrap is one of the most successful plays ever
written. Many of her books were made into movies.
Agatha Christie died on January 12, 1976 at the age of 88. She was the most famous storyteller of the 20* century.
